Meet the Author: Julia Reynolds Discusses
Gang-life and Community

Some 75 people gathered in the Pacific Grove Public Library May
21 to listen to Julia Reynolds, author of Blood in the Fields: Ten
Years Inside California’s Nuestra Familia Gang,

According to Reynolds, the Nuestra Familia gang—with connec-
tionsto Mexican drug cartels—controls the flow of illegal drugs
through most of Northern Californiaand isresponsible for
Monterey County |eading the state in youth homicide rates. In
her book, she follows gang membersin and out of prison and
describes the sophisticated structure of their operations.

Her motivation for studying gang life is that she believes “the
killingswill not stop unlessthe logic of the gangsters’ world is
known and much, much better understood.”

Reynolds hasreported on criminal justice and Northern California
gangs for more than adecade. Sheisaformer staff writer at the
Monterey County Herald and has reported for PBS, the Discovery
Channel, Mother Jones, the Nation, NPR, the San Francisco
Chronicle, and other media.
