“What Happens to My Donation?”

On June 19, the PG City Council approved the City’s2019-2020
budget. Asthe new fiscal year begins, it'stime for an annual
process you may not be aware of:

When the new library budget is approved, the PG Public Library
director and the presidents of the Friends and Foundation meet to
discuss the budget for the new fiscal year and decide together (1)
what is needed to supplement that budget and (2) where those
additional fundswill comefrom. There are three sources of
supplemental funding:

+the Friends’ general funds (from memberships, book

sales, Dine Out, and Author events)

+the Foundation’'s endowment fund, from which thereis

an annual distribution

+thejointly held PGPL Fund for the Future

(unrestricted donations received by either Friends or

Foundation).

When you decide to make a donation to “the Library,” you have
severa choices.
+Giftsto“PG Public Library” gointo City funds.
+Giftstothe“Friendsof PG Library” or “PG Library
Foundation” go directly to work: some for current
expenditures and some invested for future needs
(at ratesfar higher than City funds can earn).

Donations can be either unrestricted or restricted. Unrestricted
giftsto either the Friends or Foundation go into the Fund for the
Future.

Restricted gifts are set aside for the purpose specified: a donor
may want to add to the Foundation’s endowment fund to help
build financial security for our library’sfuture. Or adonor’sgift
might be for books and materials, children’s programs, the
Renewal Project, or another special interest. All you havetodois
make your preference known. Unrestricted giftsallow the most
flexibility, but all donations are very much appreciated.

Your donations now—or planned gifts from your estate—help
pay for the materials and programs we all value so much, and they
help ensure the future financial health of our beloved Carnegie
library.
