Some don’t believe that oneindividual can make an important
difference. We beg to differ. ErnaMorris exemplifiesthe power
of one.

BorninBerlinin 1925, Ernaendured hardshipsand family
tragedy in World Wer |1. After thewar, sheemigrated, working in
this area as a school nurse and, |ater, as volunteer ombudsman
for local convalescent homes. She taught water aerobics for the
Arthritis Foundation, wrote abook on dealing with Alzheimer’s
disease, and was an ardent supporter of the PG Library.

When she died in 2010 at age 85, Ernaleft half her estate to the
Friends of the PG Library: abequest used to establish the PG
Public Library Foundation (PGPLF). A new, long-term library
funding source was born. By 2018, subsequent donations and
earnings had brought the PGPL F endowment to nearly $1
million, and it was Erna sgift that led the way.

This growing endowment has enabled PGPLF to make a substan-
tial contribution to the Library Renewal Project, aswell asannual
4-5% distributions to supplement the City’s library budget.

One person’s generosity does make a difference. Each current
donation or estate bequest—large or small—to PGPLF helpsbuild
astable, growing funding source for future library needs.

Behind-the-Scenes
at the First Saturday Book Sale

What doesyour typical Saturday morning look like? If you'relike
most Pagrovians, you might be sleeping in, walking the dogs, or
enjoying a second cup of coffee while planning your weekend.

Early in the morning on thefirst Saturday of every month, asmall
group of dedicated volunteersis hard at work preparing for the
FriendsFirst Saturday Book Sale, formerly held at the Pacific Grove
Public Library. This used to involve setting up tables, hauling
numerous boxes of donated* books out of the basement storage
room, arranging the books by genre, setting up a cashier area, and
greeting early birds afew minutes before 10:00. Throughout the day,
visitors would stop by to peruse bargain hardbacks, trade paper-
backs, mass paperbacks, children’s books, DV Ds, Audiobooks, and
Music CDs (Friends of the Library membersreceive a50% discount
on top of already great deals). At 4:00 the same process would occur
in reverse, ending another successful book sale and adding to the
Library book fund. Over the years the book sale has raised more
than $45,000!

Our new temporary location for the First Saturday Book Saleis St.
Mary’s by-the-Sea Episcopa Church at 12th Street and Central, just
down the street from the Library. Thisallows usthe luxury of having
our shelved books on permanent display--no more packing and
hauling! Our processis streamlined and our visitors enjoy the
additional elbow room whilebrowsing.

On arecent busy Saturday morning, we set up afew displays
outdoors to take advantage of the beautiful weather and accommo-
date our 4-legged friends (dogs are welcome in the outdoor area)
when we received word that awedding would be taking place in the
chapel next door. Volunteersand visitorsalike quickly jumpedinto
action and moved the outdoor displays to the courtyard on the side
of the building to provide a better photo opportunity for the bride
and groom. We were delighted when wedding guests stopped by to
purchase books before and after the ceremony.

So mark your calendars, put on your walking shoes, and stop on by-
