Determined, dedicated, innovative, flexible, unflappable, AMAZ-
ING!!! All wordsto describe our Pacific Grove Public Library staff
asthey transitioned into the temporary spacein The Holman in
late October and immediately began serving all the patrons who
lovetheir local library.

“People are so happy and so appreciative that we're herein this
location. They're very glad the City made this choice,” said
Interim Library Director Diana Godwin recently. “We had to open
without really knowing where things were. But peopletold us
constantly that we were doing such a good job, even in the early
chaos.”

Diana said the number of visitorsis“way up” since thefirst of the
year, now that the new location at 542 Lighthouse Avenueis
better known. Three large banners, funded by the Friends of the
PG Library, were hung at the Library construction site on Central
Avenuein January. “We really thank the Friends for funding the
banners,” said Diana. “ Better signage made abig differencein
helping peopleto find us.” During the month of January, Library
staff served closeto 10,000 visitors and more than 25,000 books
and other itemswere circul ated!

Although the space at The Holman is 6,800 sguare feet, compared
t0 12,500 squarefeet at themain Library, thefull collection was
moved and isavailablefor checkout. Someitemsarein closed
stacks that aren’t accessible to visitors; items from those stacks
can be placed on hold online or retrieved on request by Library
staff.

And there's even enough room for prom dresses! Along with the
Monterey, Salinas, Carmel and Monterey County FreeLibraries,
the PG Library is accepting donations of clean, gently used prom
and bridesmaid dresses to distribute to teens throughout the
county. Dresses can be brought to the Library until March 21 and
the giveaway will take place at the MarinaBranch Library on April
18. “PG donors have been very generous,” said Diana. “I’ ve had
to move dresses off the rack to make room for more.”

Beginning Monday, March 2, the Library at The Holman resumed
full service hours - they are listed on the back page of this
newsl etter.

Many of the Library’sregular programs are offered at The
Holman, including Tech Help, Preschool Storytimeand Drop-In
Crafternoon. Ten weekly and monthly programs were attended by
588 patronsduring January. InApril, the Library will begin
offering anew poetry-focused program.

From the Foundation — Looking Ahead

Thanks to the generosity and support of our community, the
Pacific Grove Public Library (PGPL) renewal project isnow well
under way and the library’stemporary home at the Holman
building (542 Lighthouse Avenue) will continueto provide
services until the end of construction. By the fall of thisyear, the
library should be well re-established inits beautifully restored
and renewed 112-year-old Carnegie building, ready to serve
future generations with the improvements needed for an effective
21st-century library.

L ooking to thefuture, PGPL Foundation’stop priority will be
building our endowment to increase long-term funding for
services to those future generations. Our annual endowment
distribution (normally 4-5%) supplementsthe City’slibrary
budget and will need to grow, keeping pace with inflation and
easing possible strains on future City budgets.

Our endowment fund, the PGPL Foundation Fund, isinvested
with the Community Foundation for Monterey County’slong-
term portfolio, which earned animpressive 17.7% returnin 2019
(and an average 7.3% annual return over the last ten years). A gift
to the PGPL Foundation's endowment becomes part of that fund,
continuing to help support our library for yearsto come. Itis
indeed a gift that keeps on giving.
